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Summary 

 

 This paper is structured in a classical form , with introduction and conclusions treatment .

 On the whole , developing principles of faith Pauline writings of the Apostle discovered 

directly from Jesus Christ , whose gospel message gave him strength and courage to preach the 

distance in three călăorii tmpul missionary until his martyrdom , which had in Rome in the year 

67 , on June 29.

 Eschatology ranks in biblical theology , and also is topical because by knowing her 

faithful know how to acquire all the conditions required of it for the last times . It keeps the 

religious life and helps correct understanding of the philosophy of earthly life , and that is only a 

prelude or a fleeting existence on the way to eternity.  

 Status human soul after death is different ancient peoples understood , ie Sumerian2 

Acadien , Egyptian , Tibetan and Iranians ( Persians ) . It is interesting to see how the primary 

truth revealed by God to Adam , it was old - oriental civilizations concepts with extensive 

polytheistic religious literature .  

 It must be remembered , however, that divine goodness , one people still kept his cult 

unadulterated truth about God , the Hebrew people , and this achievement has been obtained by 

way of supernatural revelation . Unadulterated truth , but not to the extent that could be 

understood by the man in his original state , before sin, but to a lesser extent , the rationale being 

affected by original sin . 

 The Old Testament prophets who watched religiously events were optimistic because the 

future Messiah will remove all roots of evil , especially idolatry , considered a mortal sin for 

religious life 3. 

 In the future they ask people to look good, and not evil, to live (Amos 5, 14 ) . To 

combine the love of justice and not to be mistaken judgment . Through their speeches 

encouraging them to be clean and in the future some people who obey God. It restores 

monogamy and all that entails is considered immoral transgression of the divine . 4 

 Part III presents Pauline eschatology , where we find , for example, that if someone 

rejects the resurrection , then surely entail many evils. 5 

 Generally, bases profile of Pauline Epistles eschatological enough to understand the 

arrival times last earthly human life and then away , which reopens heaven without original sin . 

His words are a valuable guide for times provisional ending at the first advent of Jesus Christ , 

and the final judgment, when there will be the return to earth of Jesus Christ .

 The idea of biblical eschatology can portray very well the Pauline text , provided that 

they are properly explained and patristic exegesis meaning . In what follows we will deve lop this 

issue in Pauline texts and other writings of the New Testament .  

 Reaching the essence of Pauline thought , we can say that a clear and consistent with 

Christian teaching have texts from the Epistles of St. Paul .  

 Part IV of the report of Pauline eschatology and other New Testament writings .  

 Pauline teaching about the future life refers to two kinds of eschatology , one private and 

one universal , the judgment, that the moments of life to come . Between the two time periods 

can be distinguished from all two chronologically , and their specificity . They engage each other 

when it comes to what happens in the future , that the man from the cradle to the grave , and later 

the whole of creation , which is moving with the divinity providentially by a new heaven and a 

new earth . 

 In the first phase , as in the second , it produces human renewal that person through death 

and then shared with others sow, it turns and body , like that of the Lord after the resurrection . 

In both cases there is an end , Eschaton , about the future life , which is dependent on the end of 

life through the victory of life over death and bodily return of the soul to the universal judgment . 

This suggests that the particular judgment as well as the public, are related to eschato logy . 

Taking into account the first and second coming to earth of the Son of God , the Church teaches 

her children how to live on earth to inheritance of the kingdom of heaven.  

 Eschatology means things last, referring to the study of events such as the e nd of the 

world , the particular judgment or intermediate Parousia , the second coming of Christ, the 

resurrection of the dead , judgment, heaven and hell , all in St. Paul's vision .
